How to Get Started 

If you are interested in participating in one of 

our homeschool programs, please fill out a 

family application.

Upon acceptance into one of our programs, we 

will send you a contract outlining expected fees 

and due dates. 

 

Acceptance into our Level I – Enrolled Program 

requires a placement test for each student.  

This can be done either online in your home or 

on site.   

 

Upon receipt of a signed contract, we will either 

meet with you to create an education plan for 

your child(ren) or begin ordering your desired 

curriculum.

Curriculum 

Depending on your curriculum of choice, you 

can expect curriculum and material fees to run 

you approximately $200-$500 per student 

annually.   

 

We offer curriculum from Accelerated Christian 

Education (ACE), A Beka Books, BJU Press, 

Alpha Omega Publications, and many more. 

 

Tutoring 

In addition to the administrative and 

educational services included within our 

homeschool programs, admission to a program 

also allows you access to individual tutoring 

from one of our highly-educated staff 

instructors as needed or desired.  Tutoring fees 

are $10 per session. 

 

Athletics and Music 

Admission to one of our homeschool programs 

also potentially allows you access to our 

Christian school’s athletics and music 

programs.  Eligibility is determined on an 

individual basis.  Athletic and music program 

fees apply.

Programs Available 

Level I - Enrolled 

Helps you take the headaches out of homeschooling; 

we help you set yearly goals, order curriculum, 

provide motivational and goal setting helps and 

handle all testing.  In addition, we handle all record 

keeping, report cards, and issue earned diplomas.   

 

Yearly fee is $400 for one student, $500 for two 

students, and $550 for three or more students.  

Curriculum is additional.  Administrative and 

curriculum fees can be paid quarterly. 

 

Level II - Registered 

Lets you set your children’s yearly requirements and 

handle your own testing; this program offers record 

keeping, report cards, and achievement testing. 

 

Yearly fee is $150 per student, plus the cost of 

curriculum.  Administrative and curriculum fees can 

be paid quarterly. 

 

Level III – Curriculum Only 

Offers you the opportunity to order your home school 

curriculum through our program at the discounted 

rates our school has contracted with publishers.
